PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

The All India Muslim Majlis-e Mushawarat was
founded in 1964 as a common platform for the
Indian Muslim community. Its mandate was to
deliberate on issues of the community, country
and the world, raise issues of interest or affecting
Muslims and function as a single voice for Indian
Muslims by bringing important Muslim
organisations and personalities on a single
platform.

This apex body functioned well during these
past decades though it suffered momentary
inaction at times and even a split during 2000-
2013. During this period, it attracted almost all
important Muslim organisations as well as many
leaders of the community in various fields from
across the country. It celebrated its golden
jubilee in 2015 by holding a conference in Delhi,
inaugurated by the then Vice President of India
Hamid Ansari. This conference had no parallel in
our post-Independence history.

Unfortunately, the organisation fell on bad
times after 2016, so much so that elections were
not held after December 2019. Attempts were
made by sincere and old members to bring the
organisation back on its tracks. Finally, a general
body meeting was held on 9 June 2024 when
general elections ushered in a new team which
revived the organisation, embraced a majority of
long-standing members and brought in new
blood and attracted many important

organisations and personalities working for the
community across the country.

This effort enjoyed an added weightage due to
the fact that “All India Muslim Majlis-e
Mushawarat” as an organisation is registered in
the name of the undersigned as President since
2014 when it was transferred to the undersigned
by Maulana Salim Qasmi who held the
organisaiton’s registration with the Indian
authorities since 2003.

During this little time since June 2024, an
organisational structure has been put in place,
Uttar Pradesh and Delhi state units have been
revived and other state units are gearing to be
revived very soon.

AIMMM was born in very difficult times as a
common platform of Indian Muslims and to work
as a bridge of friendship between the majority
and the minority communities. I am sorry to note
that the situation today is not different from
what prevailed way back in 1964. The
rejuvenated AIMMM and our new team will try to
meet these challenges to work for a reassured
and healthy community and a peaceful country
where all its citizens compete for a better future
in dignity and mutual respect.

We look forward, with the help of the
Almighty Allah and the cooperation of our
community and all justice-loving Indians, to
continue our mission.

AN INTRODUCTION

The All India Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat (AIMMM), as the apex forum of Muslim organisations and
institutions of national eminence along with well-known and respectable personalities was established at
a representative meeting of the community leaders held on 8-9 August, 1964 at Nadwatul Ulama, Lucknow.
It was inaugurated by the respected scholar of Islam, Maulana Syed Abul Hasan Ali Nadwi and chaired by
Dr. Syed Mahmud, a freedom fighter and minister of external affairs during 1954-1957. Apart from them,
Mufti Atiqur Rahman Usmani, Maulana Abul Lais Islahi, Qari Mohammad Tayyab, Maulana Kalb-e-Abid,
Maulana Minatullah Rahmani, Janab Mohammad Muslim, Mulla Jan Mohammad and Janab Ebrahim
Sulaiman Sait played a key role in establishing AIMMM. Dr. Syed Mahmud was elected as its first President.
Mr. M.N. Anwar, MP, was appointed as its first General Secretary.

HISTORIC BACKGROUND

The AIMMM was formed under the shadow of large-scale communal riots in Bihar and Orissa in the early
1960s. The AIMMM delegation had then toured the affected areas to give solace and hope to the victims
and to promote peaceful co-existence among communities. The AIMMM has been consistently engaged
over these past decades in promoting communal harmony, Hindu-Muslim unity, national integration and
inter-group friendship and reconciliation.

A non-political body, the AIMMM does not participate in elections but it has been guiding the Muslim
community at the time of parliamentary or assembly elections with the objective of strengthening the
secular forces and facilitating due Muslim representation in assemblies and parliament. Its methods for
protecting the interests and projecting the consensus of the community have always been peaceful and
democratic, within the framework of the Indian Constitution and laws.

At various junctures, the AIMMM leadership has played a decisive role in the formation of apex
organisations on critical issues like the AMU Action Committee, the All India Muslim Personal Law Board
and the Babri Masjid Movement Coordination Committee. These bodies independently tackle specific
problems in the light of general consensus.

The AIMMM has played a constructive role in resolving critical situations such as those created by the
VHP agitation against the Shahi Idgah Masjid in Mathura and Gyanwapi Masjid in Varanasi, Shia-Sunni
dispute in Lucknow, large-scale detention of Muslims under TADA and later under POTA and now under
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UAPA, hate campaign against the community and its basic religious institutions, Masjids and Madrasas,
under-representation of the community in legislatures, educational backwardness of the community, the
official programme for the saffronisation of education and history, minority character issue of the Aligarh
Muslim University and the Jamia Millia Islamia, reservation for Muslims in public employment particularly
in the police and intelligence machinery and higher education, welfare and development benefits, and
preservation of Muslim Personal Laws.

The Mushawarat had adopted a formal Dastoor (Constitution) in 1965; it was amended in 1967 and had
some minor changes in 1987. It adopted a new Dastoor in 2002. Later a new dastoor, formulated by late
Syed Shahabuddin was adopted in 2006. At present, AIMMM follows the 2003 dastoor of the registered
organisation. AIMMM’s new team has been authorized by the general body to get this dastoor revised and
amended to suit the new situation and the changing requirements. This task will be completed soon.

The Mushawarat has been constantly endeavoring to build a consensus through consultation among
leading Muslim’ organizations including those which are not formally its members, like the All India Milli
Council, the Jamiat Ulama-i-Hind, the All India Muslim Personal Law Board on broad issues of common
concern. Joint initiatives were taken at the time of the general and assembly elections and other issues
facing the community.

The Mushawarat has been consistently engaged in building bridges with other religious minorities,
particularly the Sikhs and the Christians, and with the Dalits who continue to be oppressed in various parts
of the country.

AIMMM believes that the destiny of the Muslim Indian community is indivisible from that of the Indian
people as a whole and that the country cannot achieve the progress and greatness it deserves without the
development and empowerment of all sections of its people.

STRUCTURE

The current structure of AIMMM consists of the following:

1. Governing Body: consists of a maximum of 21 members. It provides guidance and continuity to the
Mushawarat and meets in every quarter of the year.

2. Office bearers: elected for each term as per the organisation’s constitution (dastoor).

3. General body: it consists of all organizational and individual members and meets once a year. It has the
final authority in the issues and policies of AIMMM.

4, State units: AIMMM has state units in a number of Indian states. These function independently and
follow the general directions of the central body and the dastoor of the organisaiton.

5. District units: there is provision for district units as well. The new team will try to create district units
in some important districts around the country.

MUSHWARAT’S LOGO

For over forty years since its establishment, AIMMM had
operated without an official logo.

DR. SYED MAHMUD’S PRESIDENTIAL ADDRESS IN THE FIRST
MEETING OF AIMMM

Lucknow, 8 August 1964

‘Praise’ be to God Almighty, Who gave a practical shape to our long-cherished dream of being together,
that there are, at this meeting, people belonging to different shades of opinion-Jamiat-ul-Ulama and
Jamaat-e-Islami, Muttaheda Mahaz and Dini Talimi Council, Congress and League, Deobandis and Barelvis,
Hanafi and Ahl-e-Hadith and Sunni and Shia.

May God keep this meet immune from the evil machinations of others! And ‘congratulation’ to each
other on finding out an opportunity to materialise that chaste desire, which had been lying inherent for
long in the heart of everyone of us, to think over the problems that threaten us right in the face and to
take a unanimous decision. Time has always been throwing challenges to and demanding the proof of life
from a living community. Those, who pick up these challenges and answer these questions, continue to
live, and those, who do not accept them and. plan an escape mechanism, become extinct.

We meet here with a determination, not only to accept these challenges, but to devise means to oblige
the country, the society and the humanity at large. There is no denying the fact that our country is passing
through very critical moments of history and is faced, besides the communal problem, with a number of
other problems such as Chinese aggression, shooting prices: corruption and Indo-Pak relation.

I do not, at present, rise to appeal to your emotions, but I venture to stir your reason, your insight, your
conscience and your wisdom, nay, I rise ‘to enliven and awaken your dutifulness, your sense of
responsibility, your love for humanity and your devotion to God, and warn you to gird up your loins to
brave the existing situations and to right the wrong with whatever might God has endowed you with.

As regards the unhappy events, to what inhumanity and barbarism you were not exposed! If the tales
of woe are related, you would seldom find a brazen-hearted man who would not be moved to tears. It is a
well-known fact that the death of our beloved Prime Minister was precipitated by these communal
disturbances. He was one of those very few persons who fought this inexorable social malady and devoted
himself whole-heartedly to wipe it out, but it is a pity that his countrymen had no regard for the wishes of
this great man of all ages, and, alas! when. he died, he left the country in the firm grip of this canker, which,
if not crushed at opportune time, will- eat into the vitals of our social and cultural life.

If, inspite of these experiences, someone hopes to achieve the ends through these measures, he is
grievously mistaken. In the light of the study I have made of the situation, I would tell you with full force
of conviction that if you resort to these measures, we would achieve nothing but failure and we shall again
fall victim to pessimism :

Gar kam-e-dil ze girya moessar shude ze dost
Sad sal mi tawan ba tamanna greestan.

I would like you to find out ways to end this series of unhappy events and detach yourself from the
bitterness of these facts and rise above the present level. Keep in mind that it is the greatness of the task
which, in proportion, determines and moulds the mind, the heart and the character of the people
who resolve to bring that task to fruition. No great task could ever become cool-minded and large-hearted.
God has destined you as Khair-e-Ummat. It is not only a sacred title which could be used for the sake of
self-glorification; it implies a burden of responsibilities and duties cast on your shoulders.

Hemmed in by gloom and dismay

I think, whenever we have become oblivious of this position of ours, we were soon hemmed in on all sides
by gloom and dismay. I would, therefore, request you to keep this in view and endeavour to march onward
with renewed vigour and determination-a determination and firmness higher than the Qutub Minar,
stronger and more solid than the Red Fort, more beautiful, more majestic and purer than the Taj Mahal
and vaster than the country itself.

If you look around, you will realise that the problems of colour and caste, creed and race, which have
been landing the people of this country in great troubles for hundreds of years, are still unsolved. Our
brother-citizens, in the recent past also, have failed to put an end to these bickerings and to provide our
social set-up with an atmosphere of integration and unity, But it was presumed that these brother-citizens
of ours-so much educated, financially well-off and resourceful in the years following the Independence,
would play a great role in eradicating the menace of hatred, communalism and caste, and would try their
utmost to unite the country. I would tell you most plainly that even after seventeen years not only that
they have utterly failed to achieve these ends but that they have fallen asunder from unity, love and
integration.

Therefore, we have to revive the forgotten traditions of love and affection practised by the ancient
Rishis and Munis of this country, and followed by the Muslim Sufis; we have to reinvigorate the efforts of the
Muslims of the Middle Ages in respect of giving unity and oneness to this country. This is our supreme
determination which we like to foster and, thus, we shall be complying with the Prophet’s Command to
help the oppressor by stopping him to do harm. This task, which has till now remained unfinished, has got
to be completed however, and I would like you to shoulder this responsibility.
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Correct representation of Islam

The task to which I have referred would refresh our mind to the fragrant memory of the Muslims of the
earliest times, and through it, we would be able to make a correct representation of Islam and the Qur’an
to our countrymen and tell them how the Qur’an has elevated humanity with man as its subject matter

Your heart is, no doubt, wounded but it is the time when one who is devoted to God is put to test with
a conviction that he, in spite of hatred and hostility, would stick fast to the principle of love. In the face of
the recent unhappy events, you acted with poise and equanimity.

If there had been some other section of the people than the Muslims, God knows better, with what
intensity they would have reacted! But the Muslims acted with patience and perseverance and avoided to
take law in their own hands. I take this gesture of yours as a sacrifice to the country-a sacrifice which is
unparalleled-but you have to make some more sacrifices so that you might be able not only to defend
yourself but also to support the staggering humanity in this country.

I am convinced, you will agree with me, that God has not sent the Muslims down with a view to making
one more addition to a number of other groups. He has placed us in the position of a tree beneath which
all the caravans might rest and He has imbued us with the quality of a pure stream of which every thirsty
might drink.

All of you, Gentlemen, have come here with a pre-occupied mind and, I hope, we shall fully benefit from
each other. I would, however, take the liberty of making certain suggestions so that while making
deliberations and taking decisions, we might not overlook them:

Come closer to Muslims

1. Muslims are the fresh and smiling flowers of the garden of this country and the trimming of this garden
would be incomplete without them. So we will have to dismiss the idea that we are unwanted and likewise we
will have to persuade others to come closer to the Muslims. The moment, if, on the one hand, the Muslims
are made the victims of aggression on all sides, it is also a reality, on the other, that such barriers of
estrangement and hostility have stood between the Muslims and the people of this country as do not allow
the majority community even to sense the gravity of these aggressive activities. However, we have to see
that these barriers fall and differences are settled, and we have to take the initiative in this respect.

Muslims should unite

2. The pressing need of the hour is to create an atmosphere of unity among the Muslims. This is a basic
need without which neither the individuals nor the society can prosper. You have to decide at this meeting
that you would explore as much possibilities of unity and integration as you could. We are brothers in
religion; we believe in one God and in one Prophet and regard the Holy Qur’an as the fountain-spring of all
righteousness and virtues. This unity of faith calls for a closer tie. If you found out the ways to unity, it
would be a historical achievement.

But if you fail, you will stand convicted in history. So far as the feelings and sentiments of the Muslims
are concerned, I think, they would never forgive such persons or such parties as stand in their way to unity.

End the possibilities

3. The communal disturbances have put the Muslims in a peculiar state of confusion, an awful helplessness
and an anxious despair and most of them being disappointed are intent upon leaving their home-land, a
large number of people, it is rumoured, have already crossed the border. One of the stimuli which has
greatly contributed to this meeting is to find out devices so as to obscure for good, the possibilities of such
disturbances, and, thus, restore the confidence of the Muslims.

Isolated from politics

4.1t is also a fact that the Muslims have been isolating themselves from the social and political current of
the country. It is quite obvious that this state of affairs is neither happy for the country nor the Muslims
themselves.

Exposed to threats
5. This cannot be denied that on religious and cultural levels we are exposed to a number of threats.
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Backward in commerce

6. The Muslims have been lagging behind in the field of education and commerce.

These are the tasks which attract our attention and notice, and, God willing, we shall tackle every one
of these problems. But, I would, at the very outset, make bold to request you that instead of chalking out
ambitious programmes, you should make up your mind to do at present, as much work as you can easily
do; concentrate on it with patience and perseverance and determine that you won’t rest until you complete
it. This would be followed by another step and so on and so forth. We shall thus be able to clear the thorny
hedges that cluster round our social frame.

No dearth of honest non-Muslims

Another work which we have to do is to address our Hindu brethren through an appeal. There is no dearth
of such Hindus who, caring little even for their life and completely disregarding the storm of oppositions,
have called a spade a spade.

We want to win their sympathies through our appeal to and contact with them. We shall try our utmost
to approach a great number of such non-Muslims who- have kept silence, and wish them to strengthen the
cause of justice and fair-play, and request them to devote themselves to save the country from utter
annihilation and ruin. We are sure that the forces of truth and justice can be mobilized as against those of
tyranny and high-handedness.

A body should tour riot-hit areas

We would like that a deputation consisting of the elite should tour the country. It should, on the one hand,
establish contact with our non-Muslim brethren and take note, on the other, of the educational, economic,
moral and religious bankruptcy of the Muslims in each state, and the deputationists are required to brace
themselves to their uplift. Thus, after having surveyed the whole situation, besides other factors, we shall
be able to chalk out an effective programme for the Muslims.

Breathing Time
And what this business is? Neither the formation of an anti-government front or a dagger-drawn political
party to combat anyone, but simply establishing a common platform to dispel the hovering gloom of
insecurity which has enveloped the Muslim masses to guarantee the fair implementation of the
Constitution’ and to look after the general well-being of the Muslims, ultimately leading to the uplift of the
whole nation.

As a doctor who bandages an ailing part of the body cannot be labelled partial and prejudiced, to the
other parts of the body, the workers who have devoted themselves to the uplift of the Indian Muslims, the
ailing part of the body politic of India, should not be considered as partial or prejudiced by right-thinking
and sane organizations as well as individuals. They are those who really count. Narrow-minded persons
and parties, who suffer from a guilty conscience themselves, may doubt and suspect their intentions and
efforts but it need not disturb any sincere worker, leave aside the Muslim dignitaries.

The regime of Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri, and the presence of a number of old Freedom-fighters in our
midst, who, still remember the sacrifices offered by Muslims (several times greater considering the ratio
of their population) during the Freedom fight, actually provides breathing time to the Muslims to organize
themselves and emerge from the encircling gloom of frustration, and resolve to live in India and live with
honour and dignity, without losing their identity as Muslims, as the honoured citizens of India enjoying
all the fundamental rights granted by the Constitution.

It is needless to stress upon the gravity of the situation. If the Muslim dignitaries do not heed to it, they
are sure to head to disaster. They should realise it once and -for all, their “usefulness”, and importance is
so long as there are 6 million Muslims living in India. The extermination of the Muslim masses will be their
extermination as well, for they would have lost all their “usefulness” and worth both in the eyes of the
government as well as the majority. Is it too much to hope that this friendly and realistic advice would not
fall on deaf ears?*

ALL INDIA MUSLIM MAJLIS-E-MUSHAWARAT

I. PREAMBLE
In the name of Allah, the Most Merciful, the Most Compassionate.

The All India Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat,
Having experienced many ups and downs since its foundation in 1964 and received both sympathies and
hostilities;
®  Offers its humble gratitude to the Almighty for completing 50 years of its life and recalls the vision
and determination of its Founders and pays its tribute to them, especially to Dr. Syed Mahmud,
Maulana Abul Hasan Ali Nadwi, Maulana Muhammad Manzoor Nomani, Muhammad Ismail, M.P.,
Mufti Atiqur Rahman Usmani and Maulana Mohammad Muslim;

® Expresses its gratitude to other Muslim organisations working for the Muslim cause, in particular,
the Jamiat Ulama-e-Hind, Jamaat-e-Islami Hind, Markazi Jamiat Ahle Hadees, All India Muslim
Personal Law Board and All India Milli Council for their guidance and cooperation;

e Acknowledges the support of other secular parties and activists in the fields of human and civil rights
and minority welfare.

II. INTERNATIONAL & CONSTITUTIONAL BACKGROUND

The All India Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat,
Inspired by the Universal Charter of Human Rights and the United Nations General Assembly Resolution,
1992, on Minorities’ Rights,

e (alls upon the government to ratify and implement the International Law against Torture, and

® Inspired by the glorious heritage of the Freedom Movement and by the Constitution of India in
whose light it has responded to the problems, situations and causes of the Muslim community,
constantly and all over the country, for nursing it in the aftermath of Partition against frustration
and demoralization, dispossession and dispersal, in order to rebuild its faith in the vision of
national unity, ever keeping to its faith in Islam and its love of the Motherland and Mankind,;

® Adopted the path of peace and non-violence and rejected extremism, violence and terrorism,
whatever the label and form, struggling against injustice, inequality, inequity, expending areas of
peace and resolving many conflicts through negotiations or through judicial means.

III. REFORMING DEMOCRACY

The All India Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat,
In order to deepen and broaden Democracy;
®  Proposes replacement of the first-past-the post electoral system by the proportional
representation system for all identifiable groups for seats in all elective bodies, in proportion to
their population; and

e (Calls upon the voters, in the meantime, to support in their constituencies the most winnable
secular candidates, irrespective of religion or caste;
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IV. PREVENTING VIOLENCE
The All India Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat,

In order to maintain social peace and to permit undisturbed progress of the motherland, urges the
government to stop any community from stigmatizing others, harassing and humiliating them, making
false distortions and provocative and defamatory statements against them, creating social tensions,
isolating the weak in villages and mohallas and thus impeding progress;

Urges the Government to ensure the security and honour of all communities, curb frequent inter-group
violence and to enact, without any further delay, a comprehensive law to prevent and control violence and
hate speech and punish the culprits, protect the victims and to post composite forces in all sensitive places.

Calls upon the Government to ensure that the forces of law and order which have very minimal
representation of the weaker groups do not enjoy any impunity, and thus undermining the process of
nation-building, creating regimented minds and subverting the constitutional principles of Freedom,
Democracy and Secularism.

®  Proposes strongly for allotting one day every year in Parliament to discuss the communal situation
in the country; and to hold one yearly meeting at least of the National Integration Council.

® Demands implementation of the recommendations of Justice Liberhan and Justice Srikrishna
Commissions.

V. PROMOTING RELIGIOUS FREEDOM
The All India Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat,

® Reiterates that in a multi-religious society, like our motherland, religious freedom promised in the
Constitution must be fully respected and guaranteed against forcible, direct or indirect,
conversion, or change in the personal laws relating to birth, marriage, death and succession, or
any intervention in religious instruction or any assault on places of worship and other places of
religious significance.

VII. RESERVATION TO ALL

® Pleads with the government to remove religious discrimination from the Presidential Order of 1950;

e  Asks the government to strive through all possible means to secure due and proportionate share
for the community in national income, education, employment and common welfare.
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Also demands Universal Reservation for all communities without any numerical ceiling, subject
only to uniform conditions of exclusion, due representation in government jobs at all levels in
government nominations in various national bodies and institutions.

Proposes a World Development Tax in order to bring down disparities between peoples and States,
to promote friendly relations among all States, particularly in the Subcontinent, exchanging
development experience, and promoting economic progress and steadfastly working for the
liberation of all groups anywhere from exploitation, occupation and colonisation, internal or
external.

INAUGRAL SPEECH OF HAMID ANSARI
AT MUSHAWARAT’S GOLDEN JUBILEE 2015

Speech of Janab M. Hamid Ansari, Hon'ble Vice President of India at the Inauguration of the All India Majlis-e
Mushawarat Golden Jubilee, New Delhi on August 31, 2015

It is a privilege to be invited to address the 50th anniversary session of the All India Majlis-e-Mushawarat.
Needless to say, and like many other compatriots, I have over the years followed in some measure the work
of this consultative body.

The Mushawarat was formed in response to a perceived need to defend and protect the identity and
dignity of the Muslim community in India in terms of the rights bestowed by the Constitution of India on
the citizens of this land. This objective remains relevant though some of its ingredients may stand
amplified or modified today.

The Muslims of India constitute a community of 180 million, amounting to a little over 14 percent of
the population of the country. They are, after Indonesia, the second largest national grouping of followers
of Islam in the world. Their contribution to the civilisation and culture of Islam is in no need of
commentary. They were an integral part of the freedom struggle against the British rule. They are
dispersed all over the country, are not homogenous in linguistic and socio-economic terms and reflect in
good measure the diversities that characterise the people of India as a whole.

The Independence of India in August 1947, and the events preceding and following it, cast a shadow
of physical and psychological insecurity on Indian Muslims. They were made to carry, unfairly, the burden
of political events and compromises that resulted in the Partition. The process of recovery from that
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trauma has been gradual and uneven, and at times painful. They have hesitatingly sought to tend to their
wounds, face the challenges and seek to develop response patterns. Success has been achieved in some
measure; much more, however, needs to be done.

In the past decade, work has also been done to delineate the contours of the problem. The Sachar
Committee Report of 2006 did this officially. It laid to rest the political untruth in some quarters about the
Muslim condition and demonstrated that on most socio-economic indicators, they were on the margins of
structures of political, economic and social relevance and their average condition was comparable to or
even worse than the country’s acknowledged historically most backward communities, the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. It specified the development deficits of the majority of Muslims in regard to
education, livelihood and access to public services and the employment market across the states.

In the same vein, Expert Group reports were prepared in 2008 on the need to develop a Diversity Index
and establish an Equal Opportunity Commission.

Taken together, these and other studies bring forth sufficient evidence to substantiate the view that
“inequality traps prevent the marginalised and work in favour of the dominant groups in society”.

More recently the Kundu Report of September 2014, commissioned to evaluate the implementation
of decisions taken pursuant to Sachar recommendations, has concluded that though “a start has been
made, yet serious bottlenecks remain.” It makes specific recommendations to remedy these. It asserts that
“development for the Muslim minority must be built on a bed-rock of a sense of security.™

It is evident from this compendium of official reports that the principal problems confronting India’s
Muslims relate to:

e identity and security;

¢ education and empowerment;

e equitable share in the largesse of the state; and
e fair share in decision making.

Each of these is a right of the citizen. The shortcomings in regard to each have been analysed
threadbare. The challenge before us today is to develop strategies and methodologies to address them.

The default by the State or its agents in terms of deprivation, exclusion and discrimination (including
failure to provide security) is to be corrected by the State; this needs to be done at the earliest and
appropriate instruments developed for it. Political sagacity, the imperative of social peace, and public
opinion play an important role in it. Experience shows that the corrective has to be both at the policy and
the implementation levels; the latter, in particular, necessitates mechanisms to ensure active cooperation
of the State governments.

The official objective of sab ka sath sab ke vikas is commendable; a pre-requisite for this is affirmative
action (where necessary) to ensure a common starting point and an ability in all to walk at the required
pace. This ability has to be developed through individual, social and governmental initiatives that fructify
on the ground. Programmes have been made in abundance; the need of the hour is their implementation.

II

The foregoing pertains principally to governmental action or lack thereof. Equally relevant is the
autonomous effort by the community itself in regard to its identified short comings. What has it done to
redress the backwardness and poverty arising out of socio-economic and educational under-development?
How adequate is the response in relation to the challenge?

A century back the lament was emotive:

Firqa-bandi hai kahein aur kahein zaatain hain

Kya zamaane main panaph-ne ki yahi baatain hain?

Today, we have to admit that both ‘firqa bandi’ and ‘zaat’ identity is a ground reality. The imagery of
Mahmood and Ayaz standing shoulder to shoulder in the same line is confined to the mosque; so are the
injunctions on punctuality, cleanliness and discipline. Each of these is violated beyond the confines of the

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congregational prayer. Corrective strategies therefore have to be sought on category-differentiation
admissible in Indian state practice and hitherto denied to Muslims (scheduled caste status) or inadequately
admitted (segments of OBC status). Available data makes it clear that a high percentage of Muslims falls
into these two broad categories.

It is evident that significant sections of the community remain trapped in a vicious circle and in a
culturally defensive posture that hinders self-advancement. Tradition is made sacrosanct but the rationale
of tradition is all but forgotten. Jadeediyat or modernity has become a tainted expression. Such a mindset
constrains critical thinking necessary both for the affirmation of faith and for the wellbeing of the
community. The instrumentality of adaptation to change - Ijtihad - is frowned upon or glossed over.
Forgotten is its purpose, defined by the late Sheikh Abul Hasan Ali Nadwi as ‘the ability to cope with the
ever-changing pattern of life’s requirements’. Equally relevant is Imam Al-Ghazali’s delineation of the
ambit of Maslaha - protection of religion, life, intellect, lineage and property. Both provide ample
theoretical space for focused thinking on social change without impinging on the fundamentals of faith.

It is here that the role of Mushawarat becomes critical. As a grouping of leading and most respected
minds of the community, it should go beyond looking at questions of identity and dignity in a defensive
mode and explore how both can be furthered in a changing India and a changing world. It should widen
its ambit to hitherto unexplored or inadequately explored requirements of all segments of the community
particularly women, youth, and non-elite sections who together constitute the overwhelming majority.

This effort has to be made in the context of Indian conditions and the uniqueness of its three
dimensions: plural, secular and democratic. Some years back a close observer had posed the problem:

“To deny discrimination and pretend all is well is to fly in the face of facts. But agitation against discrimination
can arouse the very emotions that foster discrimination. The solution of the Muslim problem lies in a resolution of this
dilemma by devising a form and content of agitation which heals old wounds and inflicts no new ones. This resolution
can be achieved by regarding discrimination as what it is; a problem of Indian democracy to be resolved within the
framework of national integration.”

This would necessitate sustained and candid interaction with fellow citizens without a syndrome of
superiority or inferiority and can be fruitful only in the actual implementation of the principles of justice,
equality and fraternity inscribed in the Preamble of the Constitution and the totality of Fundamental
Rights. The failure to communicate with the wider community in sufficient measure has tended to freeze
the boundaries of diversities that characterise Indian society. Efforts may be made to isolate the
community; such an approach should be resisted.

The Indian experience of a large Muslim minority living in secular polity, however imperfect, could
even be a model for others to emulate.

One last word. The world of Islam extends beyond the borders of India and Muslims here, as in other
lands, can benefit from the best that may be available in the realm of thought and practice. Some years
back I had occasion to read the Algerian-French philosopher Mohammed Arkoun and was impressed by
his view that our times compel us to rethink modernity so that, as he put it, ‘critical thought, anchored in
modernity but criticising modernity itself and contributing to its enrichment through recourse to the
Islamic example’ could open up a new era in social movements.?

Would future generations forgive us for failing to explore these options?

“Verily never will God change the condition of a people until they change it themselves with their own souls.

And so the task before Mushawarat in the foreseeable future should remain a threefold one: to sustain
the struggle for the actualisation in full measure of legal and constitutional rights, to do so without being
isolated from the wider community, and to endeavour at the same time to adapt thinking and practices to
a fast changing world.

A NATION FOR THE PERSECUTED

India’s dismal treatment of the Rohingya must lead to a movement for an inclusive state,
with an acceptable refugee law'

Policy and discrimination

India has long argued that even without signing the Convention, in practice it is one of the leading
refugee-receiving countries. Refugees include Sri Lankan Tamils, Tibetans from China, Chin minorities
from Burma/Myanmar, and Hindus from Bangladesh and Pakistan. It may be legitimately asked that if in
practice India has been hospitable to refugees, why does it need a refugee law which conforms to the
Refugee Convention?

The answer lies in discrimination in the recognition of refugees and the award of citizenship,
embedded sometimes in laws and rules, and at other times in official practice. These include the morally
indefensible, indeed shameful decision of the Indian government to send back Rohingyas by road or sea
to conditions which the International Court of Justice has recently deemed to be genocidal, and changes
in passport rules even prior to the passage of the CAA which in effect discriminated between people on
the basis of their religion.

There are many problems with Indian law relating to refugees. The first of these is that our law does
not distinguish between “foreigners” and “refugees”. This means that refugees depend on state
discretion, indeed “benevolence” rather than inherent rights. The second is that these assume that the
executive will act on principles of humanism and non-discrimination. This may have been true of an India
led by Nehru. Governments which followed his have had mixed records. It is certainly not true of a
government as we have today which is driven by right-wing ideology, which is hostile to Muslims, and
which believes that India should be the natural home of persecuted Hindus, but not Muslims.

The Rohingya case

In the absence of explicit recognition in Indian law of the category of refugees, or of their legally binding
rights, even the guarantees of fundamental rights to equality and non-discrimination and humanitarian
obligations did not prevent India from violating the core principle of non-refoulement, of not sending
back a person to situations of persecution, such as those faced by Rohingyas. Let us rewind to the litigation
in India’s Supreme Court, challenging the government’s proposed deportation of seven Rohingya in 2018.
When seven repatriated Rohingya men were only hours away from the border with Myanmar, rights
activists who has just come to know of this, made a dramatic urgent intervention in the Court, pleading
that their being thrown mercilessly into a genocidal situation be stopped immediately.

The Supreme Court bench, which included the then Chief Justice of India, Ranjan Gogoi, refused to stay
their deportation, basing its ruling primarily on a brief Union government affidavit which claimed that
Myanmar had accepted the refugees as “citizens” and the men had orally agreed to be repatriated. The
Court unconscionably refused to stop the deportation despite the transparent unreliability of these
claims, since the men did not have access to legal counsel nor to the UNHCR to determine whether their
consent was freely expressed. Also, that they may have chosen the risks only because the only option they
were given to deportation was to indefinitely remain in detention. The media later reported that these
men had been detained in Myanmar for “illegal entry” and had been given the controversial National

Message from the IC] verdict

The moral culpability of these decisions, both of the Union government and the top court, are further
illuminated by the recent unanimous judgment of the International Court of Justice on January 23 that
concludes that the Rohingya face genocidal intent. The case against Myanmar was brought to the
international court by a small west African Muslim nation, The Gambia. It rejected Myanmar’s civilian
leader Aung San Suu Kyi’s testimony on behalf of her government, where she described the allegations
brought by The Gambia as “an incomplete and misleading factual picture” of the prevailing conditions in
Rakhine State.

The world court warned the Myanmar military against any conspiracy to commit genocide, and
directed Myanmar authorities to take steps to protect its minority Rohingya population from genocide.

For the Indian government and the Supreme Court, this judgment should be a moment for both
introspection and atonement. But this it will not be. The government has never referred to the Rohingya
as refugees but as illegal immigrants, security threats and potential terror threats. They have not been
included as eligible for citizenship under the 2019 amendment, because of their religion and country of
origin. Instead, they are often the subject of communally charged political stigmatisation by the ruling
party, amid calls for the expulsion from India of the desperately impoverished tiny population of around
40,000 Rohingyas; they are subsisting by picking rags and lowest-end labour in dismal shanties
unsupported by the Indian state.

For a framework

India’s treatment of the Rohingya, and the discriminatory CAA must compel Indians committed to India
as a humane inclusive country to fight not just for the abrogation of the CAA-NRIC-NPR trinity —
Citizenship Amendment Act 2019-National Register of Indian Citizens-National Population Register — but
also for India to bring in a refugee law which conforms to international conventions. This would, first,
recognise eligible undocumented immigrants as refugees, based on evidence determined by due process
of their persecution in their home countries. This would also assure them a set of binding rights. The most
important of these is the guarantee that they would not be forced to return to the conditions of
persecution, threatening their lives and liberty, which they escaped. The second is that they would be
assured lives of dignity within India, with education, health care and livelihoods. Only then would India
become the country which Swami Vivekananda was so proud of: a haven to the persecuted of the world,
untainted by discrimination based on religion or nation.

Wagf and Personal Laws in Contemporary India:
A Constitutional Reckoning

I. Waqf and the Architecture of Executive Dispossession:

Wagqf has, for centuries, served as a cornerstone of collective Muslim religiosity, social cohesion, and
cultural heritage in India. It is a unique institution that enables the perpetual dedication of movable or
immovable property for religious, charitable, or public purposes, governed by the Islamic principles of
irrevocability, perpetuity, and public benefit. From the Mughal period through the colonial era and into
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post-independence India, waqf has existed not merely as a legal device, but as a civilizational expression
of community welfare and spiritual duty.

Under both British rule and independent India, waqf was recognised as a distinct legal and religious
category. The state assumed a regulatory role, primarily to ensure protection against mismanagement and
encroachment, while upholding the constitutional promise of religious freedom and institutional
autonomy. In the long history of statutory regulations with respect to the protection of waqf, the recent
Wagqf (Amendment) Act, 2025, in the existing Waqf Act of 1995, marks a rupture in this trajectory. In the
guise of ‘legislative reform’ and transparency, the Amendment unleashes a legal architecture that
effectively erodes the historical, constitutional, and community-based foundations of waqf.

This transformation must be viewed through the prism of the vision of constitutional making. As the
principal architect of the Indian Constitution, Dr. Ambedkar was acutely aware of the need to protect
minorities, not as a gesture of tolerance but as an indispensable condition for democracy. Not only was he,
many other prominent members were on the same page on the issue of protecting minorities. They
emphasised that the test of a nation’s commitment to liberty and justice lies not in how it treats the
majority, but in how it safeguards its minorities — especially in moments of political tension and social
hostility, which unfortunately we are witnessing in the present times.

At the heart of the 2025 Amendment lies an adversarial premise: the state assumes the role of arbiter,
supervisor, and ultimately disposer of wagqf properties. Section 3C, for instance, empowers a mere district
officer to declare any registered waqf property as “not waqf,” thereby rendering its religious and
charitable character void — even before the matter is adjudicated by a court or tribunal. This executive
usurpation of judicial authority, at the initial stage of the dispute, violates the principle of separation of
powers, due process under Article 21 of the Constitution, the right to practice and propagate religion in
terms of Articles 25 and 26, and principles of equality, equal protection of law in terms of Article 14, and
protection of rights of minorities under Articles 29 and 30 of the Constitution. All these aspects of
constitutional principles are part of the basic feature of the Constitution of India.

The provisions in the Amendment are antithetical to the idea of procedural justice, which holds that
administrative convenience must never override fundamental rights. The automatic suspension of waqf
status pending inquiry transforms the state into a judge in its own cause — a proposition that would have
been unequivocally rejected as a regression to colonial authoritarianism.

Equally disturbing is the abolition of the waqf-by-user principle; an equitable doctrine long recognised
by Indian courts and statute. It granted legal status to properties treated as waqf through longstanding
religious use, even if formal documentation was absent. This principle was vital in protecting endowments
created by poor and marginalised Muslims, especially in rural areas where property rights were informally
transferred or undocumented. Its abolition reflects an acute insensitivity to the socio-economic realities
of the very communities the Constitution seeks to protect.

The law was never to become a tool of erasure, but a shield for the weak. That is why Dr. Ambedkar had
warned against the “tyranny of the majority,” and argued that liberty and equality must be
institutionalised through constitutional morality — a concept he described as obedience to the values of
justice, fraternity, and respect for diversity, even when they contradict popular majoritarian sentiment.
The way wagqf laws have been tinkered with in various provisions, by giving a tool of erasure in the hands
of hostile administration, reflects the tyranny of the majority.

The Amendment’s restriction on who can create a waqf is another deeply problematic provision. It now
mandates that only ‘practicing’ Muslims with five years of religious standing — free of any “element of
contrivance” — may dedicate property as waqf. This amounts to a bureaucratic test of faith, subjecting
religious intent to executive verification. It aggressively infringes Article 25, which guarantees the right
to profess, practice, and propagate religion — a right which is inviolable in any modern democratic society.

Moreover, this clause erects artificial barriers for new converts, undocumented believers, or those
whose practice is deemed insufficiently ‘orthodox’ by state authorities. It is a textbook example of indirect
discrimination — a concept foreseen and warned against by the makers of the Constitution, where laws,
while neutral in language, end up targeting specific communities in operation. On the face of it, a legal
provision may look neutral, but once it is implemented under the adverse hands of the administration, it
ceases to be so.

The Amendment further alters the composition of waqf boards by mandating the inclusion of non-
Muslim members. On the surface, this appears to promote inclusivity. However, there is no parallel
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imposition on Hindu, Sikh, or Christian religious trusts. The result is a targeted dilution of Muslims’ and
Muslims’ institutional autonomy to manage their endowments, which stands in stark violation of Article
26(b) that grants every religious denomination the right to manage its own affairs. This autonomy of
religious communities — especially minorities — is non-negotiable, so long as their practices do not violate
public order, morality, or health.

The legislation also legalises adverse possession of waqf properties, retroactively legitimising
encroachments, many of which occurred under state or political patronage. It also bars Scheduled Tribe
Muslims from endowing tribal land as waqf, effectively subordinating their religious identity to their tribal
classification. This reductionist approach goes against the commitment to protecting overlapping
identities — caste, religion, region — and ensuring that no one’s identity is erased for the convenience of
state administration.

The net effect of the Amendment is unmistakable: Muslim endowments are singled out for increased
scrutiny, conditionality, and constraint, while other religious endowments remain untouched. This
differential treatment violates the principle of equality under Article 14, which has been regarded as the
soul of the Constitution. It also reveals an unmistakable legislative animus — one that treats Muslim
institutions as inherently suspect and undeserving of trust.

To read this law in isolation, divorced from its socio-political context, would be a grave mistake. The
Amendment sits alongside a growing pattern of legal and administrative measures aimed at reconfiguring
Muslim identity: the criminalisation of personal law practices, the targeting of mosques in Varanasi and
Mathura, the scrutiny of madrasas, and the disenfranchisement of Muslim voters through alleged
delimitation and eviction drives. Each of these developments chips away at the pluralist ethos envisioned
by the Constitution.

Dr. Ambedkar repeatedly asserted that India could not survive as a democracy unless it internalised the
idea of constitutional morality — which he defined as the willingness to subordinate one’s political
impulses to the higher norms of justice, fraternity, and rule of law. The Waqf Amendment 2025 violates
each of these tenets. It is not merely a regulatory statute; it is a project of legal majoritarianism, disguised
as reform.

In conclusion, the Waqf (Amendment) Act, 2025 is not a neutral legislative measure. It is a mirror held
up to India’s contemporary constitutional culture. Its fate, and the Court’s verdict on it, will determine
whether the idea of a plural, equal, and morally governed Republic still has meaning for minorities and
the marginalised in today’s majoritarian Indian political regime.

II. Personal Laws and the Illusion of Neutrality:

The debate on personal laws in India has long served as a crucible for competing visions of nationhood,
secularism, and gender justice. The current phase of legislative reform, however, is distinct in its ambition
and alarming in its consequences. It seeks not merely to correct discriminatory practices, but to redefine
the legal subjectivity of Indian Muslims — to strip them of normative autonomy in the name of equality,
and to recast the secular state as the ultimate arbiter of religious legitimacy.

The Uttarakhand Uniform Civil Code (UCC) epitomises this shift. Projected as a secular, gender-just
framework, it is in fact deeply derivative of the Hindu Code and North Indian Brahman morality, borrowing
its rules of succession, monogamy, prohibited degrees of marriage, and divorce grounds without engaging
with Islamic jurisprudential principles. This state law overrides and ignores protections and frameworks
under union legislations such as the Muslim Women (Protection of Rights on Divorce) Act, 1986; the
Dissolution of Muslim Marriages Act, 1939; and the Muslim Personal Law (Shariat) Application Act, 1937.
It ignores intra-community debates around gender justice and imposes a homogenising vision of family
that leaves little space for minority norms. This is not uniformity — it is assimilation.

What is being constructed is a dual discourse: Muslim personal law is treated as a site of dysfunction
requiring urgent correction, while Hindu norms are naturalised as the default civil template. This
reframing reaffirms what critical scholars have described as “femonationalism” — the state’s
instrumentalisation of women’s rights to legitimise coercive interventions against minority communities.
The Muslim woman is presented as a passive victim, her agency replaced by state guardianship, her
identity abstracted from the community that shaped it.
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This rhetorical strategy is not benign. It allows the state to extend its control into the intimate domains
of Muslim life — again under the guise of ‘legislative reform’. The effect is to hollow out Article 25 — which
protects the right to practice and propagate religion — and to erode Article 26, which guarantees collective
religious autonomy. If a community cannot shape the laws that govern its most private institutions —
marriage, divorce, inheritance — its legal personality is reduced to a conditional accommodation, not a
constitutional right.

It must be stated unequivocally: Muslim personal law, like all legal traditions, must evolve to meet
constitutional standards of gender justice. But the path to reform cannot be paved with coercion. It must
emerge through deliberation, internal contestation, and interpretive pluralism.

The real question is not whether reform is needed, but who defines it, who implements it, and who
bears its consequences. Codification is not a neutral act. It freezes complex traditions into rigid statutes,
often privileging dominant interpretations. In the case of the UCC, it allows the state to determine which
practices survive and which are erased. It rewrites the plural inheritance of Indian personal law in the
image of a majoritarian ideal — a civil code that is secular in name but sectarian in structure. Moreover,
the selective application of reform is telling. It is Muslim law that becomes the test site for equality. This
selective scrutiny exposes the political function of reform: to discipline the minority, rather than
democratise the law.

With the Gujarat government forming a panel to assess the need for a UCC, the Uttarakhand UCC may
soon become a model for other states. If left unchallenged, it will inaugurate a phase of legal nationalism
in which uniformity replaces pluralism, and equality becomes a weapon rather than a right.

Both the Waqf Amendment and the Uniform Civil Code are manifestations of a deeper constitutional
shift. They signal a transition from accommodation to erasure, from pluralism to consolidation. Legal
neutrality has become the language through which majoritarianism is enacted.

India’s constitutional promise was never one of sameness. It was a commitment to dignity through
diversity — to the idea that a secular state could protect multiple ways of being Indian, including religious,
linguistic, and normative differences. The assault on waqf and personal laws is an assault on this idea.

These legislative efforts must not be judged solely by their projected goals. They must be evaluated by
their effects: Who gains power? Who loses autonomy? Whose voice is amplified, and whose is silenced?

The Constitution does not permit the state to offer equality by stripping identity. Nor does it allow
reform to become a cover for dispossession. In the name of justice, the state cannot become the arbiter of
religious authenticity. In the name of uniformity, it cannot erase the very institutions that have sustained
India’s civilisational pluralism. What is at stake is not only the future of Indian Muslims, but the entire
constitutional commitment made to the citizens and minorities of Indian Republic.

Islamophobia or Muslim Politicophobia?

The term Islamophobia is almost inappropriate to map out the nature of contemporary Indian public
debates on Muslim identity. Islamophobia, which simply means an intense dislike or fear of
Islam/prejudice towards Muslims, is a western notion. It aims to address the anxieties of the white-middle
class population in US and Europe in the aftermath of war against terror.

The Muslim identity, on the other hand, is an established problem category in India. Political class,
including the so-called secularists, has never been fully comfortable with Muslim presence. The
involvement and participation of Muslim communities in political processes is often reduced to an
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imagined Muslim vote bank politics, while their social life is always seen as a symbol of backwardness. The
events of 9/11 intensified such apprehensions. The popular global phrases like Jihadi Islam, Islamic
terrorism, Sharia Rule and so on offered new meanings to already established debates on Muslim
separatism and Muslim isolation.

This interesting merger between the global anti-Islamism and anti-Muslim communalism led to a new
political consensus, which may be called the Muslim politicophobia. Political parties adopted this refined
mode to address Indian Muslims in the post-9/11 scenario not merely as a problematic religious minority
but also as a part of a global Islamic umma.

Three defining features of this Muslim politicophobia are relevant to understand the changing political
attitudes towards Indian Muslims in last two decades.

Slow and gradual transformation of Indian Muslim identity into an ultimate reference point for global
Islamic terrorism is the first feature of Muslim politicophobia. The Islamic connection between India’s
Muslims and the Islamists/Jihadi organizations is evoked as the most legitimate template for making sense
of violent events associated with Islam and Muslims.

Two completely different official statements made by Indian prime ministers in the aftermath of 9/11
event is relevant to elaborate this point.

In 2002, Atal Bihari Vajpayee argued stridently that Muslims ‘want to spread their faith by resorting
to terror and threats. The world has become alert to this danger’. Three years later Manmohan Singh
made a very different argument. He took pride ‘in the fact that, although we have 150 million Muslims in
our country as citizens, not one has been found to have joined the ranks of Al Qaeda or participated in the
activities of Taliban’. Although these statements offer us two completely opposite conclusions, the way
Muslim identity is linked to the global terrorism clearly underline the fact that Muslim presence in India
is always seen as an imprint of global Islam.

The fear of active Muslim political engagement (or even the lack of it!) is the second feature of Muslim
politicophobia. The renewed debate on Muslim vote bank in last three decades is good example of it.
Muslims are alleged to vote as a collective in favour of a particular party at the national level. In post-Babri
Masjid scenario the scope of this argument has been expanded. It is now claimed that Muslims primarily
take part in electoral politics to teach a lesson to BJP.

The Bihar Assembly Election, 2020 is an appropriate illustration to understand this feature of Muslim
politicophobia. The Hyderabad based party All India Majlis-e-Ittehad-ul-Muslimeen (AIMIM) won five
Muslim dominated constituencies in the Seemanchal region. The success of AIMIM under the leadership
of Asaduddin Owaisi was seen as an Islamic response to BJP’s Hindutva. Even the serious secular
commentors and non-BJP parties alleged Muslim voters for their communal-Islamised voting responses.

No one bothered to look at the political context of Seemachal region where caste among Muslims played
a significant role in AIMMM’s victory on those five easts. The almost insignificant vote share of the party
at the state level (1.24 percent) was also neglected simply to substantiate the imagined fear of Islamic
expansionism in India politics.

The third feature of Muslim politicophobia is related to the popular representation of Muslims as a
politically conscious community or what I call Siyasi Muslims. It is assumed that Muslims are fully conscious
and informed of their collective right and hence they always take politically motivated decisions. This
perception has found a different overtone in recent years.

Every aspect of Muslim social life is seen through the prism of global Jihadi politics. Muslim population
growth is interpreted as population Jihad as if Muslim couples plan their families primarily to outnumber
Hindus. Muslim personal law is seen as a blueprint of Sharia-based Islamic rule in India. An impression is
created that Sharia is the only hurdle between egalitarian Hinduism and the modernist ideal of Uniform
Civil Code (UCC). The anti-conversion laws (which are strangle addressed as freedom of religion laws as
well!), are also based on this fear that poor and illiterate Hindus are converted to expand the influence of
Islam in India.

It would be completely wrong to reduce Muslim politicophobia to Hindutva politics. Although the BJP
has always been a clear beneficiary of this political discourse, the role of non-BJP parties cannot be ignored.
These erstwhile secular parties as well as the Muslim political elite were instrumental in creating a
conducive environment for Hindutva to appropriate Muslim politicophobia.
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Media and hate speech with special reference to Muslims

In late July this year, just a few kilometres from India’s capital, a Muslim woman was killed by her boyfriend
in an OYO hotel over a marriage proposal. The two had been together for many years and the woman
insisted on marriage. The man was not ready to commit. She was strangled to death in Faridabad by her
partner with whom she was in a relationship for 10 long years. Do you remember the name of the man who
killed her? Or the woman who was killed? You won’t simply because the media either didn’t tell you, or
whispered it ever so gently it got lost in the din. He was Deepak. The woman was Sheeba.

Now, permit me to take you back in time to another case in our city where a man slashed his partner’s
body into small parts and kept them in a fridge. You would have guessed it. The man was Aftab Poonawala
and the unfortunate girl was Shradhha Walker. The crime was heinous, the murder most tragic. But the
media which was to later go mum on Deepak had screamed its lungs out in the case of Aftab. The difference
a name makes for our media!

The breathless coverage of the crime by our media made it to international headlines. The BBC too
deemed it necessary to report on the issue, stating,'The crime has been dubbed “the fridge murder” and
the huge interest in the case has seen news websites running live pages on the investigation that are being
updated every few minutes. And anger has spilled over onto the streets - protesters have burnt Mr
Poonawala’s effigies, demanding strict punishment for him. Lawyers, activists and former police officials
have expressed concern at the intense media coverage. Vikram Singh, who retired as director general of
police in the state of Uttar Pradesh, called it ‘extremely irresponsible’. ‘A ball-by-ball commentary is
detrimental to the cause of the investigation and disrespects the deceased,” he told the BBC.

‘The breathless coverage also made it hard to separate the grain from the chaff - reports are mired in
inconsistencies with little clarity on the facts of the case, including on how the couple met,” the BBC
concluded. Not just in Deepak and Aftab cases, sadly, our media is today both a cheerleader of the ruling
dispensation and in many ways a happy purveyor of hate and bigotry. Ours is the media which hosted panel
discussions on the much talked about Hajj subsidy in the years gone by but found little wrong in district
magistrates, police commissioners and other civil officers being asked to shower rose petals on
Kanwariyas, the Hindu pilgrims carrying the Ganga water with them. The flower petals were showered
from a helicopter, from a jeep, by officers walking on the road. All their excesses in the form of violence,
abuse and intimidationof passers-by was ignored. From fruit vendors and eateries having to virtually
announce the religion of the owner via a nameplate to roads being cleared for the pilgrims and the
administration pulling out all stops to make the pilgrims feel like VIPs, was accepted by the media as the
new normal.

Incidentally, on the same route during COVID-19 outbreak, a hospital had refuse to allow Tablighi
Jamaat volunteers to come for treatment without a COVID negative certificate. The media, which had gone
to town with the alleged excesses of the Tablighi Jamaat volunteers, did not deem it necessary to report on
the blatant discrimination on the basis of religion. Only The Wire wrote about it. As for the electronic
media, not many would have forgotten how various channels held the Muslim body responsible for the
spread of the diseases. They coined terms like Corona Jihad, Superspreaders and the like. With an untiring
effort on bearded men with pyjamas ending above the ankles, the channels turned the attention of the
common man from the shortcomings of the government to the Muslim body. Interestingly, around the
time of the Tablighi Jamaat jod in March 2020, dozens of Hindu and Sikh pilgrims were also stranded on
their way from pilgrimage to Vaishnodevi and Amritsar. When the media talked of these pilgrims, the term
used was ‘pilgrims stranded in Jammu’ while the same media described the the Tablighi Jamaat men as
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‘hiding in masjid’. Not quite Orwellian but close, all men are equal but some more so than others in New
India.

The most glaring being the media’s vastly different coverage of Nirbhaya’s criminal assault in Delhi a
little more than a decade ago and the more recent release of the criminals in the Bilquis Bano case. Close
your eyes for a moment and go back in time to August 2022 when 11 men convicted for the gangrape of the
five-month pregnant Bilquis Bano and the murder of 14 of her family members were released as their
character was god during imprisonment and they were ‘sanskari Brahmins’. Among the murdered were
Bilquis’s mother, her sisters, her three year old daughter. Barely hours before they were released, the
Prime Minister had talked of empowerment of women in his Independence Day address from the ramparts
of the Red Fort. On their release, the 11 men were welcomed with sweets, adorned with garlands of rose
and jasmin and young men sought their blessings by touching their feet. A society which welcomed mass
murderers and gang-rapists is rotten to the core. Yet what did our media do? It confined itself to cursory
reporting of the incident followed by editorials but nothing of the kind of outrage one had seen following
the Nirbhaya case in Delhi a decade earlier. It was left to Saamna, Shiv Sena’s newspaper to ask, ‘Who is
Bilkis Bank? Just because she is a Muslim that doesn’t mean that atrocities against her, rape and murder
of her child, is pardonable. Had it been our mother or sister?.... Neither the PM nor our Home Minister
have spoken a word on this What’s the reason?’

In that little support for Bilquis, Saamna ended up underlining the division of ‘we’ and ‘they’. A Muslim
woman, even when supported by a section of the media, could not be treated like other Indian citizens.
She was the Other in today’s India.

While the Indian Express reproduced the Saamna editorial, our electronic media couldn’t care less.
Remember these very channels almost always called Yati Narsinghanand a Hindu priest despite his
constant hate tirade against Muslims. Talking of Yati, do recall his hate-filled press conference at the Press
Club in New Delhi where he openly indulged in slurs against Prophet Muhammad SAW. It’s unlikely that
Yati did it in an almost empty hall as the Press Club is seldom short of patrons. Yet nobody cried a halt to
his tirade and the English dailies neatly edited his comments on the Prophet and reported rest of the
segment. It’s like he never said anything untoward. No question asked. No one called him a peddler of hate.
He remained a Hindu priest for the media. Now, imagine, God forbid, if an imam had said something as
reckless about a Hindu deity! All hell would have broken loose. As I said, all men are equal but some more
equal than others.

The same media did not raise an eyebrow when one of its members, Suresh Chavhanke, editor-in-chief
of Sudarshan TV, said at an event in New Delhi, “We take an oath and make a resolution that till our last
breath we shall fight, die for, and if need be, kill, to make the country a Hindu Rashtra.’

Often in reent years it seems, the minorities and Dalits of this country in general and Muslms in
particular, are the favourite punching bag of the media. When it is not peddling hate, it stands guilty of
complete ignorance of Muslim issues. Worse, it makes no effort to learn about them too. Back in 2017, the
media went to town with special programmes on triple talaq. So loud and so frequent were the programmes
on triple talaq it seemed every other Muslim woman was in danger of instant divorce. When the five-judge
Bench of the Supreme Court gave its verdict in August 2017, invaliding instant triple talaq, only small
sections of the media could distinguish between triple talaq and instant triple talaq. There were banner
headlines of the apex court banning triple talaq! It didn’t occur to the editors that triple talaq stays and
only instant triple talaq or three divorces at one sitting had been outlawed. The media could not bother
less. After all, anything was fine to project a negative picture of the Muslim community.

The same media’s eye remained well shut when Muslim women took the lead in raising a voice against
the Citizenship Amendment Act in December 2019. Even as Shaheen Bagh was occupied by hundreds of
Muslim women in a peaceful demonstration against the new law, the media did not deem it necessary to
tell the viewers that, contrary to their common image, Muslim women have an identity of their own, and
they are not just child producing machines, or that they know about the Constitution as much as they know
about Islam. Burqa clad women raising the Tricolour and singing the national anthem did not go with the
media’s preconceived notions of the helpless, poor, exploited Muslim women.

Call it ignorance or prejudice. Dub it hatred or a convenient hopping on to the government bandwagon,
the reality is when it comes to fulfilling its responsibility, a large section of Indian media has left the
country down. As the largest minority, the Muslims feel the pinch more than others. If anything, the
community has been cheated by the media.
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Policies and Budgets for the Development Minorities in India

As per 2011 Census, the population of Religious Minorities in India constitute 23.39 crore out of total
population of 121.09 crore (i.e. 19.28 per cent of total population). Despite many policy initiatives over the
last 18 years,the large sections of Muslims and other religious minorities are placed at the bottom level in
several development indicators such as educational attainment, gender equality and workforce
participation (The Strategy Document of NITI Aayog policy). Prime Minister’s New 15 Point Programme
(15 Point Programme) for welfare of minorities and the Multi Sectoral Development Programme
(MSDP)/Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas Karyakaram (PMJVK), have been two important policy strategies for the
development of religious minorities introduced in 2006 and 2008, respectively. Except MSDP/PMJVK, all
the schemes run by the MoMA are also part of the 15 Point Programme, and meant 100 per cent (in terms
of budgetary support) for the development of minorities. As per the provisions under the 15 Point
Programme guideline, 15 percent of funds should be allocated in development programmes of general
ministries wherever possible (for the development of minorities).

Currently, the Ministry of Minority Affairs (MoMA) is one of the main sources of financing for the
development needs of minorities. There is a marginal increase in the BE for 2025-26 to Rs 3350 crore from
Rs 3183 crore in the BE of 2024-25. Despite the low development indicators of minorities, there is a marginal
increase in the budget (Rs.167 crore) for the MoMA. For the last few years, MoMA has not been able to fully
utilise funds against the BE, particularly in 2023-24, when Rs. 154 crore was spent out of the allocated Rs.
3080 crore, which is only 5 per cent of the total allocation. The ministry spent Rs 3,998.57 crore out of the
BE of Rs 5,029.10 crore and Rs 4,325.24 crore out of Rs 4,810.77 crore in 2020-21 and 2021-22, respectively.
Actual expenditure of Rs 802.69 crore was incurred out of the Rs 5,020.50 crore outlay in 2022-23. The
reasons for MoMA not being able to spend the allocated amount include delays in the release of the
matching share by states and, subsequently, non-release from the Union Government in CSSs such as
PMJVK and Pradhan Mantri Virasat Ka Samvardhan (PM VIKAS).

A perusal of the website of the Ministry of Minority Affairs (MoMA) indicates that the financial resource
allocation benefiting minorities has not been completely and timely reported under the schemes run by
select general ministries and departments under the 15 Point Programme for the last 10 years. Further,
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the revised guidelines of renamed or new Central Schemes of the past ten years lack specific provisions for
minorities. Therefore, disaggregated data on minorities and their share in public sector employment,
credit facilities and development outcomes by line Ministries and departments has not been reported
under the 15 Point Programme.

It also appears that Union Budget outlays have not been provided per the demands for funds made by
the MoMA. For 2022-23, Rs. 5,020.50 crore was allocated against demands made for Rs. 8,152 crore. The
total budget of the ministry as a proportion of the total Union Budget has declined to 0.04 per cent in 2024-
25 (BE) from 0.12 per cent in 2022-23 (BE). This year’s total allocation for the MoMA is almost equal to the
amount allocated in 2012-13.

The major reason behind the decline in the allocation of MoMA has been discontinuation of several
schemes/institutions such as Maulana Azad National Fellowship for Minority students, Interest subsidy on
educational loans for overseas students, Free coaching Schemes, limiting coverage of the Pre-Matric
Scholarship for classes 9-10, closing the Maulana Azad Education Foundation (MAEF)/Begum Hazrat Mahal
Scholarship Scheme, and the Scheme for Madrasas and Minorities. There has also been a decline in
allocations for many major schemes, such as Merit Cum Means, Pre-Matric Scheme, Free Coaching and
allied schemes, Education Scheme for Madrasas and Minorities, and the Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas
Karyakram (PMJVK). The decline in the central share in the Education Scheme for Madrasas and Minorities,
and subsequent discontinuation of the scheme has affected the education of children in Madrasas due to
non-payment of honoraria to more than 30,000 teachers in Uttar Pradesh for many years. The scheme
aimed to provide financial assistance to introduce modern subjects in Madrasas, support teachers’
training, and augment school infrastructure in minority institutions to improve the quality of education
of poor students.

In the last Budget, a new scheme called PM VIKAS was announced for the skilling, entrepreneurship
and leadership of minorities. The new scheme, with the allocation of Rs. 540 crore in 2023-24, could utilize
Rs. 240 crore. It sought to benefit approximately 9 lakh candidates by 2025-26. However, its budgetary
allocation has been reduced to Rs. 220 crore in 2024-25 (RE) from Rs. 500 crore in 2024-25 (BE). Despite the
large geographical coverage of PMJVK, it has an increase in allocation in this year’s budget (Rs. 1913.9
crore) from last year (Rs. 910 crore), and the increase in the budget of more than Rs. 1000 crore is going to
impact the scheme in achieving its objectives. The objective of the PMJVK is to develop socio-economic
infrastructure and basic amenities in identified Minority Concentration Areas to improve the quality of
life of people in these areas and reduce imbalances compared to the national average. Based on Census
2011 data, 870 Minority Concentration Blocks (MCBs), 321 Minority Concentration Towns (MCTs) and 109
Minority Concentration Districts HQs (MCD HQs) in 33 States/UTs have been identified.

As highlighted by the Departmentally Related Standing Committee on Social Justice - 2023-24, the
scholarship schemes face several implementation issues with poor utilisation of funds, inadequate
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coverage of beneficiaries due to the quota system, low unit costs due to inadequate allocations of funds,
and also scrapping of some of the schemes. The amounts given to students as scholarships are inadequate
to meet their educational expenses. The unit cost for scholarships in Pre-Matric, Post-Matric and Merit-
cum-Means schemes for minorities has not been revised since the inception of the schemes (in 2007-08).
As of now, the above-mentioned three Scholarship Schemes have not utilised the funds for the last three
financial years because they are yet to be approved for implementation beyond the year 2021-22. Thus, the
Scheme-wise tentative allocations for 2024- 25 were sought in anticipation of scheme approval by the
Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) as the Expenditure Finance Committee (EFC) had already
been appraised. In anticipation of approval of three Scholarship Schemes from 2022-23 onwards, the
budgetary allocation for the years 2023-24 and 2024-25 was obtained and the Ministry is hopeful of
receiving the approval of Competent Authority and spending the budgetary allocation for the year 2024-25.

The total budget allocation for MoMA should be increased significantly given the level of deprivation in
the educational attainment of minorities. All scholarship schemes should be made demand-driven, and
additional financial resources should be provided to enhance unit costs along with a revision in the
eligibility criterion related to parental income. Schemes that have been discontinued should be revived.
Under the 15-Point Programme, resource allocation should be in line with the diverse needs of minority

communities across different sectors. = . —

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The Current Legal and Constitutional Context — A Muslim Minority

Perspective

India’s Constitution promises liberty, equality, and justice to all citizens. The Muslim minority,
constituting over 14% of India’s population, is an equal stakeholder in this democratic vision. However,
recent developments in law, policy, and institutional conduct have raised serious concerns about the
effective realization of these constitutional guarantees for the community.

Secularism and Constitutional Equality: The founding principle of secularism implies that the State
must remain neutral in religious matters. However, enactments like the Citizenship Amendment Act
(CAA) have created a sense of exclusion. While the Act offers expedited citizenship to religious
minorities from neighboring countries, Muslims have been explicitly left out. This selective approach
questions the universal promise of Article 14 (Equality Before Law) and Article 15 (Non-discrimination).

. Minority Rights under Strain: Articles 29 and 30 guarantee minorities the right to preserve their

culture and run their educational institutions. Yet, premier institutions such as Aligarh Muslim
University and Jamia Millia Islamia face constant scrutiny and erosion of their autonomy. The denial of
AMU’s minority character by the government and pending litigation in the Supreme Court reflect the
tension between policy and minority rights.

Disproportionate Use of Stringent Laws: Many young Muslims face arrest under laws like the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act (UAPA) and National Security Act (NSA), often without substantial
evidence. Recently, 12 Muslim men were acquitted after 19 years in jail, highlighting the injustice of
prolonged trials and misuse of anti-terror laws.

. Rise in Hate Speech and Legal Apathy: Public figures and politicians have increasingly delivered hate-

filled speeches targeting Muslims. Shockingly, many such speeches go unchecked by law enforcement,
despite the Supreme Court’s directives to prosecute hate speech promptly. This legal inaction
undermines Article 21, which guarantees life and dignity.

. Cultural and Educational Disempowerment : The closure of the Maulana Azad Educational

Foundation and the removal of Maulana Azad’s name from NCERT books are symbolic erasures. These
actions diminish recognition of Muslim contributions to India’s nation-building and weaken the
intellectual representation of the community.

. The WAQF Amendment and Institutional Uncertainty: The WAQF Amendment Act has raised

questions about government control over Muslim religious endowments. The Act’s challenge is pending
before the Supreme Court, but in the meantime, many WAQF properties face encroachment or
bureaucratic misuse.

. Media Narrative and Social Marginalization: Media representation often criminalizes Muslims or

portrays them as backward or violent. This distorts public perception and contributes to discrimination
in housing, jobs, and education. The constitutional vision of fraternity is challenged when citizens are
reduced to stereotypes.

. The Role of Judiciary and Civil Society: Despite systemic challenges, the judiciary and civil society

remain vital safeguards. The Supreme Court’s electoral bond verdict and its recent remarks on hate
speech offer some hope. Legal aid groups, rights activists, and Muslim intellectuals are keeping the
democratic flame alive.

. Conclusion: Reclaiming the Constitutional Promise: The Muslim community seeks not privilege, but

dignity, fairness, and inclusion. It is essential that laws be implemented without bias and that the
Constitution’s values guide both governance and justice. A secular, inclusive India is not only a
constitutional necessity — it is the only path to lasting national unity.
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Madrasas, Mosques, Bulldozer Justice, and Lynchings:
Structural Violence Against Indian Muslims

Structural violence against Indian Muslims is not an accident. The attacks on madrasas and mosques,
bulldozer action targeting Muslim properties, and lynchings targeting Muslim bodies: these four are not
isolated acts of violence or disorders of our society. They are intentional, structural, and essential
components of structural violence against Muslims. These four operate as the core mechanisms: attacking
Madrasas is targeting of Muslim institutions, attacking Mosques is targeting of Muslim visibility, Bulldozer
Justice is targeting of Muslim property, and Lynchings is targeting of the Muslim body. All these are not
only symbolic but also material tools to fragment, contain, and delegitimize the existence of Muslims; the
targeted attacks on the Muslim community being part of a larger pattern. Whether it is a raid on a madrasa,
bulldozer action in a Muslim locality, mosque(s) being declared an encroachment/illegal, or a man being
lynched on the road. All these are deliberate methods of control and erasure.

Madrasas, for example, have been an integral part of the Muslim society for a long, long time. They have
served as spaces of knowledge transfer and social mobility for Muslims, especially in under-resourced
regions where school education is not affordable. These institutions of education are being rebranded as
sites of “terrorism”. The state is painting Madrasas as threats, linking them to terror, and labelling them
as outdated and illegal. Surveys are ordered, raids are staged, and registrations revoked. News,
bureaucracy, and popular culture begin equating madrasas with extremism, criminality, and
backwardness. Public discourse follows, “madrasas equal terrorism”. Madrasa and its students then
become targets.

The targeting of Madrasas also reduces Muslim education to a security issue, which BJP governments
then use as an excuse to conduct surveys mapping madrasas. They are also firing Madrasa teachers,
harassing them, and not hiring new staff. These actions, portrayed as attempts to improve education, must
be seen for what they are: criminalisation of knowledge systems outside state control. Any attack on
madrasas has to be treated not only as an attempt to criminalise Muslim intellectual spaces, but to force
Muslims into dependency. Muslims now must turn to state institutions to validate learning and seek
knowledge.

The second core of structural violence against Muslims is the targeting of Mosques. Mosques, for
Muslims, are not only a place for prayers but a physical declaration of belonging. These structures
commemorate the Muslim presence and say Muslims are here, living with a right to the Indian land. This
visible belonging is why mosques are under threat today more than ever. They are being subjected to legal
processes, spatial aggression, and targeting in coordination. Declared as encroachments, historical wrongs,
or administrative obstacles, the demolition of these structures is presented as essential for urban planning,
development, and the symbolic erasure of Muslims.

This is why mosques older than the Indian state, such as the 600-year-old mosque in Mehrauli, can be
demolished without notice, while others can be marked for “survey”. Recent efforts to investigate the
authenticity of waqf properties are also part of this campaign against Muslim structures. The intention
here is not to have legal clarity but to delegitimise mosques, waqf properties, and madrasas, and as a result,
reduce Muslim visibility. A demolished mosque is not merely the absence of a structure, but the erasure of
Muslim history and a deleted claim to space. Muslim presence, consequently, is then temporary and to be
erased in this structural violence. Court cases, land surveys, sealed structures: all of these are tactics to
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make Muslim religiosity invisible and removable in Indian society. This deletion of space brings us to
bulldozer action, or bulldozer justice.

Bulldozers do not deliver justice. They do punish, they do destroy, and they do annihilate Muslims while
bypassing judicial oversight. It is a prime example of governance by spectacle and not by law. Muslims
have seen homes, shops, madrasas, and mosques being bulldozed with no hearing, no notice, and no course
of remedy. Often, this bulldozer action happens during episodes of communal violence. Bulldozers are
deployed after protests, riots, or allegations against Muslims. Local state actors identify a Muslim accused
and demolish their houses within hours without following due process. The demolition is then justified
with claims of illegal construction, anti-encroachment, and maintenance of civic order.

However, bulldozer action cannot be justified as law enforcement. It is pure public vengeance and is
broadcast on prime-time news as a symbol of strength. The underlying message is to all Muslims—you are
dispensable, you are not safe, and you do not belong. The law does not protect you, it targets you.

But this structural violence, at its peak, exists in the form of Mob Lynchings. Since 2015, Muslims have
been experiencing mob violence. Sometimes over cow slaughter, sometimes over interfaith love, and
sometimes over just a rumor. So many Muslims have died by mob lynchings that now it is normal for
Muslims to be lynched. However, we must see lynching as an act of political theatre and not mere physical
violence. They are extra-legal executions carried out with impunity. The reasons—beef, interfaith
relationships, thefts—are arbitrary. The real aim is to dominate Muslims.

Mobs are meant to terrify Muslims and establish a hierarchy where Muslims are reminded of their place,
which is the excluded—Muslims are outside security, justice, and, in a way, society. And lynchings are
meant to display dominance. They signal that the Muslim body is to be violated publicly, casually, and
without consequence. These lynchings are videotaped and circulated like trophies. The perpetrators gloat
in this video. They smile and grin, and rightly so, as in most cases, they walk free. The rule of law is absent
for lynchers. Police delay FIRs. In many cases, the families of victims are arrested, and politicians garland
lynchers.

These four mechanisms: madrasas, mosques, bulldozers, and lynchings do not operate independently.
They converge to form a system and a closed circuit of control. In the circuit, each mechanism reinforces
another mechanism, and the resulting system—built on blame, violence, and silence—is architectured
against Muslims. Madrasa is surveilled, mosque is demolished. Protest follows, bulldozer arrives, and
Muslims are criminalized. A lynching occurs, and the cycle repeats. This is structural, by design and not
by accident.

The structural violence is aided by institutional actors. Whenever any of the four mechanisms target
Muslims, the state not only fails to protect Muslims but facilitates, justifies, and legalises the targeting.
When a bulldozer goes to a Muslim locality, it is not a rogue action; it has official backing. When a madrasa
is labelled as a terror cell, it has backing. When a lynching happens and the police delay the FIR, it has
backing. Media manufacture a public narrative, framing Muslims as threats, infiltrators, and backward,
and amplifying state actions as justice. They portray lynchings as spontaneous, bulldozers as fair, mosque
demolitions as administrative, and violence as governance. State actors act selectively. Hate speech against
Muslims is rarely prosecuted. Muslim protestors are criminalised and their families are harassed.

These four mechanisms of structural violence—attacks on madrasas and mosques, bulldozers, and
lynchings—are not only acts of violence but tools in the machinery of marginalisation. The broader
function is not to just suppress Muslims but to exhaust the community legally, economically, and
physically. So that the community’s only priority is to survive. The structural violence not just kills
Muslims or demolishes houses and shops but also denies them political imagination, cultural continuity,
or institutional autonomy. This is how Muslims are controlled: not through violence but chronic insecurity;
not through erasure, but subordination.

What happens when your madrasa is surveilled, your mosque threatened, your house demolished, and
your body lynched with impunity? It creates a climate where Muslims live defensively. They must
constantly prove loyalty, justify existence, and moderate emotions. The Muslim children are growing up
with fear, suspicion, and internalised helplessness. The real success of this system is that Muslims are not
just physically violated but psychologically occupied.

Although this violence can be reduced to being anti-Muslim, it has damaged our country as a whole. It
empties the constitution of meaning and hollows out the rule of law. It is not only destroying Muslims but
also the collective future of Indian society. This structural violence must be treated as a constitutional

rupture where bulldozers are replacing courts, lynchings replace trials, madrasas are criminalised, and
mosques are erased.

Where does this leave us? Muslims must assert their right to belong and claim to be equal citizens.
Muslims do not want charity; Muslims want rights. We must also see this violence against Muslims as not
the collapse of secularism but as an exposure of its limits.

The civil society, alongside Muslims, must name the violence and call it out. We have to together reject
this normalisation of bulldozers and lynchings. We must document all acts of structural injustice and build
alliances across communities, because what begins with Muslims will not end there. Dalits, Adivasis,
Christians, dissents—all are targets of the same logic.

But above and beyond, Muslims must refuse erasure. We have to insist on our right to exist, and do so
in an unapologetic manner. This is not a defensive struggle, but a political struggle, a moral struggle, and
above all, a constitutional struggle. Documenting violence is not enough today. We must disrupt the
violence and deny it legitimacy.

Let us remain, unafraid and proud.

The Census of India 1901 listed 133 wholly or partially Muslim social groups. According to the Census of
1901, various classes of converts are known as “Nao Muslim” in Bihar and “Nasya” in North Bengal. It also
includes various functional groups such as that of the Jolaha or weaver, Dhunia or cotton-carder, Kulu or
oil-presser, Kunjra or vegetable-seller, Hajjam or barber, Darzi or tailor, and the like. The 1901 Census also
recorded the presence very lowest castes, such as the Halalkhor, Lalbegi, Abdal, and Bediya. The 1911
Census listed some 102 caste groups among Muslims in Uttar Pradesh.

The OBCs among Muslims constitute two broad categories. The halalkhors, helas, lalbegis or bhangis
(scavengers), dhobis (washermen), nais or hajjams (barbers), chiks (butchers), faqirs (beggars) etc
belonging to the ‘Arzals’ are the ‘untouchable converts’ to Islam that have found their way into the OBC
list. The momins or julahas (weavers), darzi or idiris (tailors), rayeens or kunjaras (vegetable sellers) are
Ajlafs or converts from ‘clean’ occupational castes.

There is a strong case for the inclusion of Muslim groups with similar occupation as that of Hindu SCs
in the SC list. The Mandal Commission’s Report was the first instance wherein the presence of ‘backward
communities’ among Muslims (and other religious minorities) received recognition in official parlance.
Based on the data provided by 1931 Census and field survey conducted at the instance of the Commission,
at least 82 different social groups among Muslims were declared OBCs.

In 1960, the Nagan Gowda Committee of Karnataka decided to consider Muslims, as a whole, among the
backward communities. In Kerala Muslim have 12 % reservations in Backward Classes. In Tamil Nadu 95%
Muslims have been included within the fold of backward classes. Tamil speaking Muslim groups, such as
Labbais, Deccani Muslims and others were included in the backward list. In Bihar, 9 Muslim groups are in
the state’s OBC list, 27 of them form part of the MBC list. In the states of Kerala, Tamil Nadu and Haryana,
Muslim OBCs constitute almost the entire Muslim population. (The following four tables of data are from
Sachar Committee Report)

Muslim played a key role in protecting Constitution and Democracy

New Delhi: The general body of the All India Muslim Majlis-e Mushawarat, the apex body of the Indian
Muslims, was held here last Sunday at the New Horizon School in Hazrat Nizamuddin. Members of the apex
body from all over the country participated in the meeting.

The general body unanimously elected Dr Zafarul-Islam Khan as President for the next two years.

During this day-long meeting, important country and community issues were discussed and a number
of resolutions were passed in which AIMMM expressed satisfaction at the results of the recent general
elections and congratulated the Indian voters who rejected the politics of hate.

AIMMM said the election results proved that a majority of Indians are still secular and that the
Constitution is still supreme. AIMMM observed that Muslims played a key role in saving the Constitution
and democracy in these elections. It appealed to the secular parties to take a clear stand on the problems
facing Muslims.

AIMMM noted that despite all the efforts of the hate-mongers, Hindutva candidates received only 40
percent of the votes while a majority of 60 percent voted against them in these elections and thereby
rejected the politics of hate.

AIMMM appealed to the secular political parties to disregard their petty differences and forge unity to
safeguard the greater interests of the country and people of India and bring the country back on the
democratic track.

Another resolution condemned the policy of excluding Indian Muslims from the national mainstream
and advised Muslims in the interest of the country and the people of India, not to let the politics of hate
succeed.
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In another resolution, AIMMM condemned the policy of turning Muslims into political nonentity and
marginalise them which has been followed during the last ten years. Fake issues like cow slaughter, love
jihad and religious conversion... were raised to commit lynchings of Muslims. Yet Muslims endured these
injustices with patience and avoided revenge activities with a view not to allow the administrative
machinery to commit further excesses against Muslims.

But, AIMMM noted, this is not enough. Muslims have to steadfastly hold the rope of Allah, strengthen
their relationship with the Quran and adopt all ways and means which are necessary for the progress of
people in this age. Education and securing is foothold in business are basic needs for the success in the
present world.

AIMMM stressed that Muslims must take recourse to the legal remedies to stop injustices, take legal
cases to their logical end and take care of the families of the victims of injustice.

AIMMM also condemned the Israeli genocide in Gaza and censored Muslim countries for their silence
or lukewarm response to this crisis. AIMMM appealed to the country’s justice-loving people to condemn
this genocide, be vocal against it and protest it.

The resolution further said that the Middle East crisis will end only when and if the Palestinian people
are allowed to live in their country with freedom and political sovereignty. It asked the Government of
India to use its good offices to stop the genocide in Gaza. AIMMM commended the role of the UN
organisations in dealing with the crisis and speaking against the Israeli genocide in Gaza.

Major Demonstration of Solidarity with Palestine in Delhi
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New Delhi (30 November 2024): On Saturday evening, a huge demonstration in solidarity with the
oppressed people of Palestine and Gaza was held at the Rajendra Bhavan Auditorium in Delhi. This was the
largest show of support and sympathy ever witnessed in India for the victims of the 14-month-long
genocide in Gaza. The conference was organized by the All India Muslim Majlis-e Mushawarat (AIMMM)
and was addressed by prominent human rights activists from across the country. Nepal’s former Deputy
Prime Minister, Upendra Yadav, presided over the conference, while renowned journalist Suhail Anjum
moderated the event.

In his opening remarks, Dr. Zafarul-Islam Khan, President of the AIMMM and the former head of the
Delhi Minorities Commission, said, “Today, we have gathered here not just on humanitarian grounds to
support the oppressed Palestinians, but also because of India’s historic ties with Palestine, which date back
to the 13th century when Baba Farid meditated and stayed in Jerusalem for several years. Later, in the 15th
century, Baba Guru Nanak also spent time there in meditation. To commemorate this bond, the Indian
Hospice still exists in Jerusalem, supported by Indian endowments in Jerusalem and Gaza.”

Dr. Khan further highlighted India’s strong historical support for the Palestinian cause, recalling how,
in the early 20th century, Indians backed the Palestinian struggle so significantly that Palestinian leaders
gave the honour of burying Maulana Mohammad Ali Jauhar in Al-Agsa Mosque compound after his death
in London in January 1931. Dr Khan noted that India had refused to officially recognize Israel until 1992
and that during Indira Gandhi’s tenure, India recognized the Palestine Liberation Organization and allowed
it to open an office in the country. After the Oslo Accords in 1992, India formally recognized Palestine and
permitted it to establish an embassy in India.

Dr. Khan acknowledged that while official Indian support for Palestine has waned over the past decade,
public and particularly Muslim support in India remains strong. “We continue to stand with Palestine and
its oppressed people and against Israeli aggression,” he said.

Dr. Khan briefly shed light on the history of Palestine and explained how Britain facilitated the
settlement of Jews from around the world in Palestine. They were allowed to establish private armies, and
ultimately, the United Nations granted them 56% of the Palestinian territory. During the 1948 civil war,
Jews captured 78% of Palestine, and in 1967, they seized even the remaining 22%.

Under the Oslo Accords, Palestinians agreed to establish their government on only 22% of the land of
Palestine, but Israel was not willing to implement even this agreement. This led to ongoing resistance
against the occupation in Palestine, culminating in Hamas'’s attack on Israel on October 7, 2023. This attack
is rooted in a long history of Israeli oppression and brutal occupation. Palestinian resistance is backed by
international law, which grants occupied people the right to resist while prohibiting occupying forces from
committing atrocities.

Despite this, Israel has crossed all limits of oppression, turning Gaza into rubble, killing and injuring
over 150,000 people—70% of whom are women and children. It has destroyed 800 mosques, dozens of
churches, all hospitals, hundreds of schools, and all the 11 universities in Gaza. Israel has also blocked food,
water, electricity, and medical supplies from reaching Gaza, artificially creating conditions of famine and
the spread of various diseases.

As a result, most countries and nations around the world stand against Israel today. Dozens of nations
have severed diplomatic ties or recalled their ambassadors from Israel, and many countries have
recognized Palestine as an independent state. More than a dozen nations have filed genocide cases against
Israel in the International Court. Furthermore, international arrest warrants have been issued against
Israeli Prime Minister Netanyahu and his former Defence Minister Gallant. However, due to the blind
support of the United States and several Western countries, Israel continues its war crimes.

Despite this, the majority of the world today stands in solidarity with Palestine and Gaza. In India, we
too stand with the oppressed and strongly condemn Israel’s actions, said Dr Khan.

Professor Achin Vanaik, an expert in political science and international relations, stated that Israel
holds the unique distinction of being involved in the longest illegal military occupation in modern history.
He pointed out that while Israel claims to be a democratic country, its democracy is exclusively for Jews.
He further noted that Israel is the only country in the world that has not yet submitted its map to the
United Nations. A while ago, Netanyahu presented a map of Israel at the United Nations General Assembly
that included a large part of the Middle East.

Israel has constructed the world’s largest wall after the Great Wall of China. This 700-kilometer-long
wall separates Israel from the occupied West Bank. While most countries have armies, Israel is a country
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of the army, with all Israeli men and women spending time in military service. The Israeli military is
capable of defeating the armies of all Arab countries combined, yet it portrays itself as a victim.

Professor Vanaik further elaborated that Israel is the only country in the world that does not belong to
its citizens but to Jews worldwide. At the same time, Arab citizens living within Israel are deprived of their
basic rights. He explained that history reflects three models of colonialism. The first, seen in places like
the United States and Australia, involved the complete annihilation of the indigenous population. The
second, like in South Africa, saw a foreign minority lording over a majority for an extended period,
ultimately leading to the downfall of such regimes and allowing the majority to govern. The third model
is Israel’s, which seeks to maintain perpetual dominance over non-Jews within the country without
granting them rights.

In Gaza, over the past 14 months, so many Palestinians have been killed and injured that,
proportionally, it would equate to 70 million people dying or being wounded in India. He emphasized that
under international law, an occupying power has no rights, while the occupied people have the right to
resist in order to achieve their freedom. Israel aims to replicate in the West Bank what it has done in Gaza,
primarily to exploit the oil and natural gas reserves in Gaza’s coastal areas.

He noted that today the world stands in solidarity with Palestine and Gaza, while support for Israel is
dwindling. Palestinians are a brave nation but have lacked competent leadership. By signing the Oslo
Accords, the Fateh organization essentially became a subcontractor for Israel. He said that the resolution
to the Palestinian issue would either involve the emergence of a single state where all citizens will have
equal rights or two fully sovereign states living side by side. Drawing a parallel, he remarked that just as
Hindutva is a problem in India, Zionism is a problem in Israel.

Professor Vanaik expressed regret that despite the atrocities in Gaza, oil-rich Arab countries did not
even threaten to cut off oil supplies or terminate the Abraham Accords. In his closing remarks, he stressed
the need to delegitimize Israel’s existence as a legitimate state.

The Spokesperson of the Muslim Personal Law Board, Dr. Qasim Rasool Ilyas, addressing the conference,
said that no one in the history of the world has violated human rights more than Israel. With the support
and conspiracies of Western countries, Israel has today confined Palestinians in two open-air prisons, with
no connection between them. People condemn Palestinians alongside Israel, but they forget the events
that have been taking place in Palestine since 1948. If October 7 had not happened, Saudi Arabia would
have already recognized Israel. The Oslo Accords have now been forgotten. This is a one-sided war, with
one party continuously bombing the other.

During this war, India has not only sent workers but also weapons to Israel. Our Prime Minister is deeply
concerned about a ceasefire in Ukraine but he says nothing about Palestine. Protests against Israeli
oppression are happening in different countries, but in India, protests are not allowed. This is the first
conference in India where we are openly discussing this issue. Despite all the oppression in Gaza and the
West Bank, Israel has not yet managed to free its hostages, and Hamas has not admitted defeat. There is no
nation in the world as courageous as the Palestinians. People are dying, homes are being destroyed, but
the Palestinian people are not giving up. We salute them, said Dr Ilyas.

Not only in Gaza, but Israel has also assassinated Hamas leaders even in Iran. Meanwhile, the Arabs have
done nothing except lip service. If today the Arab countries and the United States wanted, this war could
be stopped. Israel, in reality, wants to devour the entire region. Due to the arms race, human lives have no
value in the eyes of powerful nations. Our country, which has always spoken of non-violence, should take
a clear stance on this issue.

Socialist leader Professor Sandeep Pandey said that if any other country were in Israel’s place today,
the whole world would have stood against it. He demanded that Israel’s United Nations membership be
revoked. He recalled visiting Gaza with a delegation in 2010-2011, where they met Ismail Haniyeh. He
remarked that they never saw braver people than those in Gaza. At that time, Israel’s siege of Gaza was
ongoing, yet no one complained. He noted the unique slogans written on the walls of Gaza and observed
how close relatives of leaders had been martyred, with photos of the martyrs displayed in their homes.

He suggested that Israel likely did not anticipate this war would last so long. He also highlighted that in
1960, Jawaharlal Nehru visited refugee camps in Gaza, and this is why people still remember him fondly.
Hamas leader Khaled Mishaal told the Indian delegation visiting Gaza that taking up arms was a compulsion
for them and he credited Gandhi for teaching them how to endure oppression.

Professor Pandey added that Hamas won the 2006 elections. Organizations that win elections and form
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governments are not labeled as terrorists. Both Hamas and Hezbollah participate in elections. He pointed
out the disparity in concerns: while Israel raises issues about its hostages, there are seven thousand
Palestinians in Israeli prisons compared to a few hundred Israelis in Hamas’s custody.

He further stated that in 1947, England made two significant mistakes: the partition of India and
creating conditions leading to the partition of Palestine. The consequences of these errors are still being
endured by the people of India, Pakistan, Palestine, and Israel. He suggested that, just as Apartheid South
Africa was boycotted in the past, a similar approach should now be adopted towards Israel to dismantle
the Zionist system. He questioned, “Why should Palestinians pay the price for Nazi Germany’s crimes?”

General Secretary of the Samajwadi Party and farmer leader Dr. Sunilam said that his organization,
“India Palestine Solidarity Forum,” has organized events in support of Palestine across the country and
even in Nepal. A larger programme was held in Nepal than in India. He mentioned that one of the leaders
of their organization is currently participating in a conference in Venezuela in support of Palestine. He
emphasized that Venezuela is not a Muslim country, nor is South Africa, highlighting that it is incorrect
to perceive Palestine as a Muslim issue. It is a concern for all of humanity.

He stated that Netanyahu is an even greater oppressor than Hitler. The way he is selectively killing
people and attacking hospitals and schools is unprecedented, even beyond what Hitler did. He mentioned
that an international warrant has now been issued against Netanyahu, and millions of people around the
world are protesting against this oppression. Dr Sunilam remarked that its agreement with Hezbollah
signifies a major defeat for Israel, indicating that Israel lacks the strength to fight. Currently, 146 member
countries of the United Nations are supporting Palestine. He further shared that a large protest is going
on in Bangalore in south India, where people are demonstrating against a factory producing weapons for
Israel.

Renowned human rights activist Harsh Mander stated that just as people once stood for Vietnam, today
we are standing for Palestine. Governments may side with Israel, but the people of the world today stand
with Palestine. The atrocities committed by Hitler against Jews were not only the actions of a government
but also involved ordinary citizens. After those events, the world declared, “Never Again.” However, the
truth is that the same kind of actions are being carried out by Israel against Palestinians today. The
question arises: Was that declaration only for certain people, or did it mean to ensure that no human would
ever face such treatment again? Then why is it happening today? We are not against the people of Israel
but against its government.

Mander said, a judge at the International Court remarked: “Israel first occupied others’ land, then it
became a racist power, and now it has turned into a genocidal force.” While voices against Israeli genocide
are being raised worldwide, there is hardly any significant outcry in India. Instead, some people are even
supporting Israel. Today, we must once again say: “Never Again” — this will not happen again, and this
decision must be for everyone.

Nepalese politician and former Deputy Prime Minister Upendra Yadav, in his presidential address,
stated that what is happening in Palestine today surpasses even the atrocities committed by Hitler during
World War II. He acknowledged that Hitler carried out a genocide against the Jews, which the world
condemned then and continues to remember. Despite his oppression, Hitler did not succeed and ultimately
committed suicide.

Yadav drew parallels to Vietnam, a small country that defeated the overwhelming military aggression
of the United States. He recounted a journalist’s question to President Nixon: “Why couldn’t a powerful
America defeat a weaker Vietnam?” Nixon replied, “It wasn’t a war between the American and Vietnamese
armies; it was a war between the American military and the Vietnamese people.” Yadav emphasized that
this determination led to Vietnam’s victory.

He asserted that Palestine is weaker than Israel, and even the Arab nations collectively are no match
for Israel. However, what Israel is doing amounts to genocide. Despite this, Palestinians continue to resist.
Yadav remarked that the suffering Palestinians endure today is far greater than what Jews faced under
Hitler. Newborns are being killed, injured individuals lack medical care, and access to water, food,
medicine, and electricity has been cut off.

Yadav highlighted that people across many countries are standing against this genocide. While Nepal
was the first Asian country to host an Israeli embassy, he noted that the Nepalese people are now
overwhelmingly opposed to Israel’s actions. He acknowledged that some governments might support this
genocide, but the general public is against it. Palestinians are fighting for their future and will not accept
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defeat. They will fight until the last person, but their rights must ultimately be recognized. Only after
acknowledging these rights can progress be made. He called for an immediate end to this oppression and
the recognition of the Palestinian rights. Yadav urged the United Nations to take more active steps and
called on the world to unite against this injustice.

At the end of the conference, participants waved the Palestinian flag and pledged to continue the
struggle for Palestine’s freedom and the end of Zionism.

Mushawarat Supports Buddhist Movement for Control over
Bodh Gaya Mandir

New Delhi (20 March 2025): Dr. Zafarul-Islam Khan, President of All India Muslim Majlis-e Mushawarat
(Registered), the umbrella body of Indian Muslim organisations and eminent personalities, today fully
endorsed the Buddhist community’s movement for control over the Mahabodhi Temple in Bodh Gaya. He
stated that Buddhist brothers have long been demanding that the Mahabodhi Temple, the largest Buddhist
religious site located in Gaya, be handed over to them and that non-Buddhist control over it be removed.
This is the same place where Mahatma Buddha attained enlightenment in 500 BCE, and for this reason,
Buddhists around the world regard it with great reverence.

A strange and unique “law” was passed in independent India in 1949, according to which the temple’s
management committee consists of four Hindus and four Buddhists, with the Magistrate of Gaya district
serving as the committee’s chairman. According to this “law”, it is mandatory for this magistrate to be a
Hindu, and if he is not, his Hindu deputy will assume the role of chairman. This ensures that the committee
remains under non-Buddhist control, whereas logically, not a single non-Buddhist should be on the
committee.

After years of protests, the Buddhist community intensified its agitation last February and it is now
organizing protest rallies for this purpose across the country. Since February 12, hundreds of Buddhists
have been on a hunger strike in Bodh Gaya to press for this demand. A major rally was also held in Bodh
Gaya on March 18-19 for the same cause. The Buddhist community has also filed a case in the Supreme
Court in 2012 against this injustice, but a verdict is yet to be delivered.

Dr. Zafarul-Islam Khan further stated that Mushawarat stands with its Buddhist brothers and sisters in
their protest and demands that the Mahabodhi Temple be handed over entirely to the Buddhist community
as soon as possible.

Wagf Bill: Mushawarat thanks opposition parties

New Delhi (4 April 2025): The President of the All India Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat (Regd.), Dr. Zafarul-
Islam Khan, in a statement here, thanked the opposition parties — especially the INDIA alliance and the
Congress party and their Members of Parliament — and said that by voting unitedly against the Waqf Bill
in Parliament, they have proven that India’s conscience is still alive, India is still secular, and the future of
the minorities in India is still secure and safe. Dr. Khan said that we hope the political circumstances will
soon change and this oppressive Waqf Bill will be consigned to the dustbin of history. Dr. Khan also
announced that the Muslim Majlis-e-Mushawarat will soon file a petition in the Supreme Court against this
oppressive bill.

Dr. Zafarul-Islam said that the forcibly introduced Waqf Bill is a ploy to seize the properties that have
been endowed over centuries by the ancestors of the Muslim community. It is not easy to prove the
ownership of old properties in our country, and this applies to all ancient religious properties. But it is
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surprising that the laws for religious properties of all other communities are different from this law. In
those cases, people of other religions are not made members of their trusts; no documents are demanded
for old religious buildings; temples are not searched underneath them; nor is the collector given the
authority to make a final decision on their ownerships.

Dr Khan said this bill has been brought by the same party that, through dozens of its actions, has tried
to push Muslims to the margins — a party that has no Muslim minister, member of Parliament, or even an
MLA in its ranks, and which has launched a war against Muslim Personal Law, mosques, madrasas, etc. This
is the same party whose affiliated armed gangs have killed and injured hundreds of Muslims through
lynchings over the past eleven years and have illegally bulldozed countless homes. We have no good
expectations from such a government. We believe that the situation will change, and all actions carried
out under the politics of hate will also come to an end.

Sentences against Maulana Kaleem, Dr Umar Gautam and others are
unconstitutional: Mushawarat

New Delhi (13 September 2024): The stringent sentences, ranging from ten years to life imprisonment
recently awarded by a lower court against Maulana Kaleem Siddiqui, Dr Umar Gautam and others for
alleged “forceful conversion” of some people to Islam are wrong and a grave misuse of law and judiciary,
said Dr Zafarul-Islam Khan, President of the apex Muslim body, All India Muslim Majlis-e Mushawarat, and
former Chairman, Delhi Minorities Commission. He said the ten years to life imprisonment sentences
meted out by a lower court against the well-known Islamic scholar Maulana Kaleem Siddiqi, Dr Umar
Gautam and others are a grave misuse of law and courts. The provincial “law” used for these questionable
convictions directly violates Articles 25 to 28 of the Indian Constitution which give every Indian citizen the
right to profess, preach and promote any religion.

These so-called “convicts” believe in Islam as the true religion and tried to convey the same message to
others. There is nothing wrong or illegal if they received any foreign monetary help for their work. The
fact is that Hindus, Christians and Buddhists freely receive thousands of times more monetary help from
abroad to propagate their faiths and plans.

Dr Khan said that followers of Hindutva are active since long to entice poor Muslims and Christians
using the bait of money and jobs to lure them to embrace Hinduism under the slogan of “Gharwapsi” yet
no action has been taken against them till date despite their triumphant declarations every now and then
about the success of the “Gharwapsi” plan. This proves that the purpose of the said provincial
unconstitutional “law” is to harass minorities. Dr Khan expressed his hope that higher courts will soon
overturn this “verdict” of a lower court.

Statement on the proposed Waqf Amendment Bill

New Delhi (7 August 2024): It is now confirmed that the Modi government will soon introduce two bills
related to Wagqf or Muslim endowments. The first will repeal the Waqf Act 1923 while the other will insert
far-reaching changes into the Waqf Act 1995, so much so that the government, through district Collector,
will now decide if a certain property is a waqf or not.

The new bill builds on a tradition followed by this government that it does not find it necessary to
consult the stakeholders, the Muslim community in this case, as worthy of consultation in a matter directly
and deeply touching it.

The government through this bill also tries to redefine what is a “waqf” property. It says that only a
Muslim who has been practicing his religion for the previous five years can make a waqf and that the
earnings from wagqf properties will be spent on certain specified heads while, under Islamic law, anyone
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including a non-Muslim, can make a waqf and the earnings of a certain waqf property may be spent only
as specified by the person making that waqf.

The new bill also opens the gates for non-Muslim legislators and others to become members of the Waqf
Council and the state waqf boards. This means that endowments of other religious communities too will
be administered by people outside their communities.

In a nutshell, the new amendments will usher in a Collector Raj to decide at will what is a waqf and what
is not. The finality of the waqf tribunals’ verdicts has been taken away and given to the Collector. The new
amendments also establish the tradition of this government of ignoring to consult the Muslim community
in matters deeply affecting it. It started this process with the introduction of the triple talaq bill in 2019
when a minister boasted on the floor of the house that the government has not consulted the Muslim
community about the said bill. Same is the case with the Uniform Civil Code which is slowly being pushed
to a stage when a central bill will soon be introduced in Parliament, without consulting the community.

The new bill gives the state governments sole power to nominate members of its waqf board. Moreover,
some or all the nominees may not be Muslims. The amendments also undo the oral appointment of
caretakers (mutawallis) of waqf. This has bearing on the oral declaration of waqf in violation of the Islamic
law.

In a nutshell, the new amendments not only attempt to usurp the powers of Islamic scholars to interpret
the waqf laws but also place the administration of waqfs in non-Muslim hands which a serious
infringement on the powers and rights of religious communities to administrator their endowments
according to their religious laws.

The government must desist from treading this dangerous path and should hold serious discussions
with Muslim scholars, particularly with the representatives of the Muslim Personal Law Board, before
moving further in this matter.

Indian Muslims’ apex body condoles the martyrdom
